* Test the Weather-Tite One Step Multi-Bead Plus
Applicator by turning the Dispense/Retract Dial
to the dispense position and depressing the trigger
mechanism. Make sure all plungers are functional. To
activate the return, turn the Dispense/Retract Dial to
retract; the plungers will retract automatically.

* Prepare the Weather-Tite One Step Adhesive
Cartridges by removing the plugs from the ends
of the cartridges and attaching the provided Static
Mixing Tips.

Maintenance Instructions

* Keep all moving parts free of adhesive or debris.

* Do not allow adhesive to build up on the plungers or
plunger rods.

» Always maintain a clean surface where the cartridges
are placed. Debris can cause the cartridge to tilt and
malfunction.

* Wheels should remain free of adhesive to provide
smooth movement.

TIP: Wheels can be covered with a layer of tape to
ensure quick removal of adhesive buildup.

* The battery should be fully charged prior to use.

* For faster charge times, do not allow battery to fully
discharge. A partially discharged battery will charge
exponentially quicker than a fully discharged battery.

* Slow charging at 2 amps overnight will promote
longer battery life than quick charging at 10 amps.

* The electric actuator is not serviceable by the user.
Do not attempt to open the actuator case. Opening
the actuator case will void the warranty.

* Always use a minimum of four equally filled and
spaced cartridges in the Multi-Bead Plus Applicator.
Failure to dispense less than four equally space
cartridges can cause uneven pressure on the machine
and could lead to damage to the machine. If fewer
than four beads of adhesive are required, use a Single
Bead Applicator.

* Place prepared cartridges in proper slots for desired
bead spacing. Ensure each cartridge is set firmly in
place with dark side component “B” placed in the up
position.

* Position Multi-Bead Plus Applicator where adhesive
is to be dispensed and insulation or membrane will be
installed.

* Set Dispense/Retract Dial to the dispense position.

* Set Speed Control Dial to the start position.

* Begin dispensing adhesive by depressing trigger
mechanism.

* Pull applicator at a rate which will put down adhesive
beads %4 to 12" wide.

* Adjust speed control gradually as needed to achieve
desired application rate.

* [t is important that speed is properly set for
appropriate number of cartridges to prevent damage
to cartridges or machine.

* For metal deck applications, adhesive is always
placed on top ribs of the steel deck by adjusting
the front wheels to ride in the bottom flutes. Align
applicator in desired flutes and place cartridges in
appropriate slots to ensure adhesive is dispensed
on top ribs. Add or subtract spacers to adjust wheel
spacing accordingly.

« [f dispensing needs to be interrupted, release the
trigger and turn the Dispense/Retract Dial to
the retract position to relieve pressure from the
cartridges.

« [f dispensing is interrupted for more than a few
minutes, the Static Mixing Tips may need to be
replaced.

* Resume dispensing by returning the Dispense/Retract
Dial to the dispense position and pressing the trigger.

* When finished dispensing cartridges in their entirety,
set Dispense/Retract Dial to retract position, the
plungers will retract automatically, remove empty
cartridges and install new, full cartridges.

* If battery’s charge is used up during dispensing,
simply replace with other fully charged battery
(provided); begin charging spent battery.

* At end of each day, recharge batteries for use the
following day.
